Location differentials for the 2006/2007 maize marketing season

The location differentials have been finalized after a thorough investigation, which included consultation with a number of participants in the market resulting in a slight delay in their release. Silo owners were also requested to provide actual out loading percentages of stock moving via road and rail for the previous year.  

Feedback on increases and proposed increases received covered both road and rail transport and based thereon a ratio was then applied to the outloading figures provided by the silo owners and where possible a three-year average was calculated to determine the percentage stock outloaded via road and rail per silo operator. This was not applied on an individual silo basis, but on a regional basis. The result is an increase of 4% to 6% depending on the percentage stock moved via rail or road per silo operator. Due to rounding off, certain location differentials may not have increased by the exact percentage.

The new differentials are attached in excel format.

The standard storage rates for the marketing season 1 May 2006 – 30 April 2007 as agreed with GSI will be 38 cents per ton per day.
